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1.0 SAFETY WARNINGS

READ THIS ENTIRE MANUAL THOROUGHLY AND CAREFULLY PRIOR TO USING THIS
FIREARM.

The warnings in this operators manual are extremely important. By understanding the dangers
inherent in the use of any firearm, and by taking the precautions described in this manual, you can
experience a high level of safety in the use of your firearm. Failure to heed any of these warnings
may result in serious injury or death to you or others, as well as severe damage to the firearm or
other property.

WARNINGS in this manual identify a clear danger to the person performing that procedure. Warnings
are identified by a red banner with the word WARNING in white, bold, uppercase letters and a
WARNING icon. Failure to comply with a WARNING can result in serious injury or death to you or a
bystander.

AN WARNING

CAUTIONS in this manual identify a risk of damage to the firearm being maintained. CAUTIONS are
identified by a black banner with the word CAUTION in white, bold, uppercase letters.

CAUTION
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As a valued SIG SAUER customer, we encourage you to visit sigsauer.com. There you will find links
to product information and updates, merchandise promotions, and educational videos that will be of
interest to you as an owner of SIG SAUER products.

SIG SAUER firearms are designed to function reliably with proper care and knowledgeable use. You
must understand the safe operation and use of your SIG SAUER firearm. Read and follow these
instructions carefully. Do not use the firearm unless you fully understand these instructions and the
safe operation of your firearm. Failure to heed any of these instructions may result in serious injury or
death to you or others, as well as severe damage to the firearm or other property.

Your firearm comes equipped with effective, well-designed safety features. However, never rely
completely on any safety mechanism. Safety mechanisms are designed to augment, not replace
safe handling practices. Careless and improper handling of any firearm can result in an unintentional
discharge.

Only your safe firearm handling habits will ensure the safe use of your firearm. Like all mechanical
devices, the safety mechanisms are subject to breakage or malfunction and can be negatively
affected by wear, abuse, dirt, corrosion, incorrect assembly, improper adjustment or repair, or lack of
maintenance. Moreover, there is no such thing as a safety mechanism that is “childproof” or that can
completely prevent accidental discharge from improper usage, carelessness, “horseplay”, or abusive
handling.

The best safety is proper and applied training in safe firearm handling. Always handle your firearm as
though you expect the safeties not to work.
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1.0 SAFETY WARNINGS - CONTINUED

Do not load a cartridge into the chamber until you are ready to use the firearm. If your firearm is
equipped with a manual safety, keep the safety ON until you are actually ready to use the firearm.
Always move the safety fully to its engaged position and visually check it. The safety is not ON unless
it is completely ON.

ABUSIVE HANDLING

SIG SAUER firearms incorporate effective mechanical safeties. However, like any mechanical device,
exposure to abusive conditions may have a negative effect on these safety mechanisms and cause
them to fail to work as designed. Do not subject your SIG SAUER firearm to any type of abusive
handling. This includes the firearm being dropped, impact to the firearm, or the firearm being struck
by another object. Make sure you always maintain control of your firearm at all times. If your firearm
does suffer an abusive event such as previously described, do not attempt to use the firearm. Keep
the firearm pointed in a safe direction, unload and clear the firearm of all ammunition immediately,
and have it inspected by a certified SIG SAUER armorer or gunsmith prior to using the firearm.

A safe direction is defined as an area in which, if the firearm were to discharge, no property damage
would occur and no personal injury would result.

As previously noted, if your SIG SAUER firearm does suffer an abusive event, unload it immediately
and have it inspected by a certified SIG SAUER Armorer or gunsmith prior to using the firearm.

Intentional or repetitive abusive handling of any SIG SAUER firearm will void the manufacturer’s
warranty and could render the firearm unsafe.
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REPLACEMENT PARTS

Do not attempt to disassemble your SIG SAUER firearm beyond the point explained in this manual.
Disassembly beyond the instructions in this manual is restricted to a certified SIG SAUER armorer or
professional gunsmith. Failure to comply with these restrictions will void your warranty.

Warnings and instructions about the use of some SIG SAUER replacement parts, assemblies, and
accessories may be described in literature accompanying the specific products. Read and carefully
follow those instructions. Such warnings and instructions are provided to assure the safe functioning
of the firearm. Failure to heed them may result in improper functioning, damage to the firearm, and
serious injury or death to you or others.

ALTERATIONS

This SIG SAUER firearm was designed to function properly in its original condition. Unauthorized
alterations can make it unsafe. Do not alter any part or add or substitute any parts or accessories not
manufactured by SIG SAUER for this pistol. The addition of any parts or accessories beyond the user
level of maintenance described in this manual is not authorized.
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1.0 SAFETY WARNINGS - CONTINUED
ACCESSORIES

It is your responsibility to ensure that all accessories, such as holsters and firearm-mounted lights, are
compatible with this firearm and that the accessories do not interfere with the safe operation and handling of
the firearm. If you are lawfully carrying the firearm concealed, you must ensure that the holster you choose
is made for your particular firearm and designed for the type of carry in which you intend to engage.

TRANSPORTING

When transporting your firearm, be sure the firearm is unloaded and cleared of all ammunition. It is your
responsibility to familiarize yourself with the laws of any state you will be traveling through with your firearm.

STORAGE

The only safe way to store your firearm is unloaded, cleared of all ammunition, and secure. Safe and secure
storage is one of your most important responsibilities. Store your unloaded firearm separate from your
ammunition and in places inaccessible to children or unauthorized persons.

CHAMBER SAFETY FLAG

Every SIG SAUER firearm is shipped with a chamber safety flag. The chamber safety flag prevents the
chambering of a round when installed and provides a readily visible indication that the firearm’s chamber is
empty. The chamber safety flag is to be installed in the firearm’s chamber at all times when the firearm is
not in use. Many public ranges require chamber safety flags be installed when the firing line is cold.
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LIABILITY

PISTOLS are classified as FIREARMS and are sold by SIG SAUER with the specific understanding
that we shall not be responsible in any manner whatsoever for malfunctioning of the firearm, physical
injury, or property damage resulting in whole or in part from:

» Criminal or negligent discharge

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BASIC RULES OF SAFE FIREARMS HANDLING

. ALWAYS treat every firearm as if it were loaded.
. ALWAYS be sure the barrel is clear of any obstruction.
. ALWAYS be sure of your backstop, what lies beyond, and the safety of bystanders before you shoot.

. ALWAYS use clean, dry, original factory-made ammunition of the proper type and caliber for your
firearm.

. ALWAYS wear ear protection and safety glasses when shooting.
. ALWAYS carry your firearm so that you can control the direction of the muzzle if you fall or stumble.
. NEVER shoot at a flat surface or water.

DO NOT leave a loaded firearm unattended. Firearms and ammunition should be stored separately,
locked if possible, beyond the reach of children, careless adults, or unauthorized users.

9. NEVER allow your firearm to be used by anyone who has not read and understood this operators
manual.

10. DO NOT point any firearm, loaded or unloaded, at any undesired or unsafe target.

11. NEVER discharge your firearm near an animal unless the animal is trained to accept the noise. An
animal’s startled reaction could injure it or cause an accident.

12. NEVER drink alcoholic beverages or use drugs before or during shooting, as your vision and
judgment could be seriously impaired, making your firearm handling unsafe.

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1.1 EYE AND EAR PROTECTION

Always wear safety glasses that meet the requirements of American National
Standards Institute (ANSI) z87.1 and ear plugs and “earmuff’-type protectors

g & whenever you are shooting. Always make certain that persons close to you
are similarly protected. Unprotected eyes may be injured by powder, gas,

carbon residue, lubricant, metallic particles, or similar debris that may emanate

occasionally from any firearm in normal use. Without ear protection, repeated

exposure to shooting noise may lead to cumulative, permanent hearing loss.

1.2 AMMUNITION

Use only high-quality, original, factory-manufactured ammunition. Do not use cartridges that are
dirty, wet, corroded, bent, or damaged. Do not oil cartridges. Do not spray aerosol-type lubricants,
preservative, or cleaners directly onto cartridges or where excess spray may flow into contact

with cartridges. Lubricant or other foreign matter on cartridges can cause potentially dangerous
ammunition malfunctions. Use only ammunition of the caliber for which your firearm is chambered.
The proper caliber is permanently engraved on your firearm; never attempt to use ammunition of any
other caliber.

The use of reloaded, “re-manufactured” hand-loaded, or other nonstandard ammunition voids all
warranties. Reloading is a science and improperly loaded ammunition can be extremely dangerous.
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1.2 AMMUNITION - CONTINUED

Severe damage to the firearm and serious injury or death to the shooter or to others may result. Always
use ammunition that complies with the industry performance standards established by the Sporting Arms
and Ammunition Manufacturers’ Institute, Inc. (SAAMI) or ammunition manufactured to U.S. military
specifications.

SIG SAUER, Inc. specifically disclaims responsibility for any damage or injury whatsoever occurring

in connection with, or as a result of, the use in any SIG SAUER firearm of faulty, nonstandard, “re-
manufactured” hand-loaded (reloaded) ammunition, or cartridges other than those for which the firearm was
originally chambered.

Firearms may be severely damaged and serious injury or death to the shooter or to others may result from
any condition causing excessive pressure inside the chamber or barrel during firing. Excessive pressure

can be caused by obstructions in the barrel, propellant powder overloads, the use of incorrect cartridges, or
defectively assembled cartridges. In addition, the use of a dirty, corroded, or damaged cartridge can lead to
a burst cartridge case and consequent damage to the firearm and personal injury from the sudden escape of
high-pressure propellant gas within the firearm’s mechanism.

OBSTRUCTED BORE
Immediately stop shooting, keep the pistol pointed in a safe direction whenever:

* You have difficulty in, or feel unusual resistance in, chambering a cartridge;

+ A cartridge misfires (does not go off);

* The mechanism fails to extract a fired cartridge case;

» Unburned grains of propellant powder are discovered spilled in the mechanism;

10- A shot sounds weak or abnormal. It is possible that a bullet is lodged part way down the barrel.
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« Firing a subsequent bullet into the obstructed barrel can damage the firearm and cause serious injury
to the shooter or to bystanders.

Bullets can become lodged in the barrel when:

» The cartridge has been improperly loaded without propellant powder, or if the powder fails to ignite
(ignition of the cartridge primer alone will push the bullet out of the cartridge case, but usually does not
generate sufficient energy to expel the bullet completely from the barrel);

» The bullet is not properly seated in the cartridge case. When such a cartridge is extracted from the
chamber without being fired, the bullet may be left behind in the bore at the point where the rifling
begins. Subsequent chambering of another cartridge may push the first bullet further into the bore.

If there is any reason to suspect that a bullet is obstructing the barrel, immediately unload and clear the
firearm. Field strip the pistol and look through the bore of the barrel. It is not sufficient to merely look in the
chamber. A bullet may be lodged some distance down the barrel where it cannot easily be seen.

If a bullet is in the bore, do not attempt to shoot it out by using another cartridge or by blowing it out with
a blank or a cartridge from which the bullet has been removed. Such techniques can generate excessive
pressure, damage the firearm, and cause serious personal injury or death.

If the bullet can be removed by tapping it with a cleaning rod, clean any unburned powder grains from the
bore, chamber, and mechanism, before resuming shooting. If the bullet cannot be dislodged by tapping it
with a cleaning rod, take the firearm to a gunsmith or certified SIG SAUER Armorer.

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1.2 AMMUNITION - CONTINUED

Dirt, corrosion, or other foreign matter on a cartridge can impede chambering and may cause the
cartridge case to burst upon firing. A damaged or deformed cartridge may also impede chambering or
cause the cartridge case to burst upon firing.

Do not lubricate cartridges, and be sure to wipe the chamber clean of any oil or preservative before
shooting. Oil interferes with the friction between cartridge case and chamber wall that is necessary for
safe functioning, and subjects the firearm to stress similar to that imposed by excessive pressure.

Use lubricants sparingly on the moving parts of your firearm. Avoid excessive spraying of any aerosol
gun care product, especially where it might get on ammunition. All lubricants and aerosol spray
lubricants in particular can penetrate cartridge primers and cause misfires. Some highly penetrative
lubricants can also migrate inside cartridge cases and cause deterioration of the propellant powder;
on firing, the powder might not ignite. If only the primer ignites, there is danger that the bullet may
become lodged in the barrel.

Death, serious injury, and damage to the firearm can result from the use of wrong ammunition, bore
obstructions, powder overloads, or incorrect cartridge components. Always wear shooting glasses
and hearing protectors.

In order to limit the chance of such
misuse, it is imperative that you keep this weapon locked in a
secure place and take other steps necessary to limit the possibility
of theft or accident. Failure to take reasonable preventative steps
may result in innocent lives being lost, and in some circumstances
may result in your liability for these deaths.”

IS BOTH SEPARATE FROM THEIR AMMUNITION AND INACCESSIBLE TO CHILDREN AND OTHER UNAUTHORIZED

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NORTH CAROLINA:

Any person who resides in the same premises as a minor, owns or possesses a firearm, and stores or leaves the firearm
(i) in a condition that the firearm can be discharged and (ii) in a manner that the person knew or should have known that
an unsupervised minor would be able to gain access to the firearm, is guilty of a Class 1 misdemeanor if a minor gains
access to the firearm without the lawful permission of the minor’s parents or a person having charge of the minor and the
minor:

(1) Possesses it in violation of G.S. 14-269.2(b)

(2) Exhibits it in a public place in a careless, angry, or threatening manner;

(3) Causes personal injury or death with it not in self defense; or

(4) Uses it in the commission of a crime.

TEXAS:
“IT IS UNLAWFUL TO STORE, TRANSPORT, OR ABANDON AN UNSECURED FIREARM IN A PLACE WHERE CHIL-
DREN ARE LIKELY TO BE AND CAN OBTAIN ACCESS TO THE FIREARM.”

WISCONSIN:
“IF YOU LEAVE A LOADED FIREARM WITHIN THE REACH OR EASY ACCESS OF A CHILD YOU MAY BE FINED OR
IMPRISONED OR BOTH IF THE CHILD IMPROPERLY DISCHARGES, POSSESSES, OR EXHIBITS THE FIREARM.”

Please check with your licensed retailer, state police, or local police for additional warnings, which may be required by
local law or regulation. Such regulations change constantly, and local authorities are in the best position to advise you on
such legal matters.
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1.4 LOCKING DEVICES

All firearms are originally shipped with a key-operated locking device, except for
Custom Works firearms that are shipped with a lockable case.

Although it can help provide secure storage for your unloaded firearm, any
locking device can fail.

All firearms are designed to fire if they are loaded and the trigger is pressed.

Therefore, never install the locking device inside the trigger guard or in any way
that makes it possible to press the trigger! Do not leave the keys in the lock.

The ultimate responsibility for secure storage of any firearm must depend upon its owner and his or
her individual circumstances.

Firearms should be stored unloaded, in a secure location, separate from their ammunition.

To maximize effectiveness and reduce the chances of malfunction or damage to a firearm, ALWAYS
refer to the locking device’s manufacturer directions for installation and removal of the device.

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1.5 SAFETY INFORMATION

This operator’s manual is designed to assist you in learning how to use and care for your SIG SAUER®
firearm properly.

Only when you are certain that you fully understand this manual and can properly carry out its instructions,
should you practice loading and firing your firearm with live ammunition. Having a firearm in your possession
is a full-time job; you cannot guess and you cannot forget. You must know how to use your firearm safely.

If you have any doubts about your ability to handle or use this firearm safely, you should seek supervised

instruction.

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2.0 MECHANICAL CHARACTERISTICS

2.1 DESCRIPTION OF FIREARM

2.1.1 GENERAL

The SIG SAUER P322 pistol is a modern handgun incorporating the latest technical advances in
firearm design for military, law enforcement and sporting use. It is a fixed barrel, blow back operated
pistol with semi-automatic reloading, and internal hammer. Firing takes place with each press of the
trigger until the magazine is empty. The slide remains open after the last round has been fired from
the magazine.

2.1.2 PRINCIPAL FEATURES

The single action only trigger, in combination with the manual safety, allows for safe carrying of the
pistol and provides instant readiness when needed.

The firing pin safety is designed to block the firing pin unless the trigger is pressed.

The hammer safety intercept notch is designed to prevent the hammer from contacting the firing pin
unless the trigger is pressed.

The battery safety is designed to prevent the hammer from striking the firing pin when the slide is out
of battery (not completely closed).

The pistol cannot be disassembled with a magazine inserted and trigger is blocked when the
takedown lever is rotated.
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Distinctive fiber optic sights and excellent ergonomics, ensure rapid target acquisition and
engagement, even under poor lighting conditions.

The closed design of the pistol prevents dirt and other debris from entering the pistol, ensuring proper
function in harsh environmental conditions.

2.2 MAIN COMPONENTS AND OPERATOR CONTROLS
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Figure 1. Operator Controls and Features
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TABLE 1. OPERATOR CONTROLS AND FEATURES

1 Front Sight The means of aiming the pistol.

2 Slide Houses extractor, firing pin safety lock, battery safety, firing pin and sights.

3 Takedown Lever | Allows the slide to be removed from the frame.

4 Slide Catch Locks slide to rear upon firing of last cartridge. Can be used to manually lock slide
Lever to rear for maintenance. Also acts as the ejector.

5 Rear Sight The means of aiming the pistol. Adjustable.

6 Manual Safety Is designed to prevent trigger bar motion that would release the hammer from the
Lever sear.

7 Barrel Houses cartridge for firing and directs projectile.

8 Grip Module Supports frame assembly and magazine

9 Trigger When pressed actuates the internal components to release the hammer.

10 Magazine Holds and positions cartridges in place for feeding.

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3.0 HANDLING
3.1 PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS

Prior to firing the pistol for the first time, we strongly suggest that you perform an initial cleaning and
lubrication of the pistol after you unpack it. Any fouling present will have been from final range firing at
the factory prior to shipping.

Refer to Section 7.4 for instructions on cleaning the pistol.

If you have the pistol and ammunition and have read and understood all of the safety instructions, you
are now ready to use the pistol.

3.2 MANUAL SAFETY

Each pistol features an integrated ambidextrous manual safety.

CAUTION

DO NOT ENGAGE THE MANUAL SAFETY WITH THE HAMMER PARTIALLY COCKED ON
THE SAFETY INTERCEPT NOTCH. DAMAGE CAN RESULT IF THE HAMMER IS FORCED
FROM PARTIALLY COCKED TO FULLY COCKED WITH THE MANUAL SAFETY ENGAGED.
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The manual safety is designed to block trigger bar movement and can only be engaged with the
hammer cocked (ready to fire).

Move the manual safety completely upward to engage. The manual safety is ON (SAFE) when
completely up.

Move the manual safety completely down to disengage. The manual safety is OFF (FIRE) when
completely down. When the manual safety is down, the trigger is free to move and release the
hammer. You can cycle the slide when the manual safety is engaged.

3.3 LOADING THE MAGAZINE

NOTE

Ensure that the magazine and ammunition is the proper type and caliber for the pistol.

1. Push down on the follower button to compress the magazine spring far enough to load one
round at a time, you can use the magazine loader for this as needed.

2. Push the cartridge to the rear and under the magazine lips.

3. Repeat until the magazine holds the desired number of cartridges or is full. Do not attempt to
insert more cartridges than the magazine is designed to hold.

Never fire any firearm with your finger, hand, face, or other part of your body over or adjacent to the
ejection port, or in any position where you may be struck by reciprocating movement of the slide. Both
the ejection of empty cartridge cases and the movement of the slide are part of the normal operating
cycle of pistols and pose no safety hazard to the shooter if the firearm is held in a normal grip and
fired at arm’s length.

Never allow other persons to stand beside you where they might be struck by an ejected cartridge
case. The case is hot, and may be ejected with sufficient force to cause a burn, cut, or other injury.
Wear safety glasses to protect your eyes. Make certain that there is a clear, unobstructed path for
safe ejection of the fired case. Remember, the case might bounce off a hard object nearby and strike
you or someone else.
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4.1 STOPPAGES AND MALFUNCTIONS

STOP SHOOTING IMMEDIATELY! UNLOAD AND CLEAR THE FIREARM.

A stoppage is defined as an interruption in the pistols cycle of function that can be cleared by the
operator applying immediate action. Immediate action are the steps taken by the operator to place the
pistol back in service without investigating the cause of the stoppage. When practical, always stop
shooting and investigate the cause of a stoppage in the manner outlined below.

If while shooting, your firearm develops a stoppage, or a discharged round sounds or feels unusual,
stop shooting immediately. It may be dangerous to continue. Do not try one more shot. Keep the
firearm pointed in a safe direction and unload and clear the firearm immediately by removing the
magazine, locking the slide to the rear and clearing any expended or live ammunition from the
firearm, visually and physically checking the chamber, breech face, and magazine well.

With the firearm unloaded and cleared, perform an additional visual inspection of the firearm and the
ammunition. If you suspect a bore obstruction, refer to Section 1.2 AMMUNITION - OBSTRUCTED
BORE. If damage to the firearm is found upon inspection, the stoppage persists or a malfunction
(defined as a failure of a part rendering the firearm inoperable and requiring the service of an
authorized SIG SAUER Armorer) is suspected, take the firearm and ammunition to a certified SIG
SAUER Armorer for service.
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IF YOUR PISTOL STOPS FIRING WITH A LIVE ROUND IN THE CHAMBER OF A HOT
BARREL (A MISFIRE OR STOPPAGE), REMOVE THE ROUND IMMEDIATELY. IF YOU
CANNOT REMOVE THE ROUND WITHIN 10 SECONDS, REMOVE THE MAGAZINE AND
WAIT AT LEAST 15 MINUTES WITH THE PISTOL POINTING IN A SAFE DIRECTION. THIS
WAY, NEITHER THE USER NOR ANY OTHER PERSON WOULD BE INJURED BY THE
POSSIBILITY OF A ROUND “COOKING-OFF” (A ROUND DETONATING DUE TO THE
HEAT OF THE BARREL). KEEP YOUR FACE AWAY FROM THE EJECTION PORT WHILE
CLEARING A HOT CHAMBER.
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4.2 MINIMIZING STOPPAGES

You can help minimize most stoppages by cleaning and lubricating the pistol (see Section 7.3
“Cleaning and Lubricating”).

Cleaning and lubricating your pistol after each range session will reduce the chances of a
stoppage due to dirt and residue buildup.

Perform maintenance if the firearm is exposed to extreme environmental conditions (rain, snow,
freezing temperatures, etc.).

Periodically inspect the pistol if it is to be stored for extended periods of time without use.

Most stoppages are directly related to the magazine. Perform maintenance of your magazines as
well as the firearm (see Section 7.2 “Magazine Disassembly”).

A good practice is to mark the magazines so you can identify a magazine that is related to a
stoppage.

When there is a live cartridge in the chamber, the cartridge will discharge if the manual safety is
disengaged and the trigger is pressed. It is absolutely essential for you to know how to completely
unload the pistol. “Completely” means removing the magazine and ejecting the chambered cartridge.

REMOVING THE MAGAZINE FROM THE PISTOL DOES NOT PREVENT IT FROM BEING
FIRED. PISTOL WILL FIRE A CHAMBERED CARTRIDGE EVEN WITH MAGAZINE
REMOVED.

1. Always make sure the muzzle is pointed in a safe direction. Remember to clear the chamber
after the magazine has been removed.

2. Never assume that any firearm is unloaded until you have personally checked it, visually and
physically.

3. After every range session, make a final check to be certain the firearm is unloaded before
leaving the range.

AN WARNING

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8.1 GENERAL INFORMATION

The SIG SAUER P322 pistols are equipped with a fixed front sight and an adjustable rear sight which
have proven their worth under severe conditions. The sights are designed and dimensioned to ensure
rapid target acquisition even when visibility is poor.

CAUTION

SIG SAUER SUGGESTS THAT FIXED-SIGHT CORRECTIONS SHOULD BE PERFORMED
ONLY BY A CERTIFIED SIG SAUER ARMORER OR CERTIFIED GUNSMITH. OTHERWISE
THE PISTOL COULD BECOME DAMAGED.

8.2 REAR SIGHT ADJUSTMENTS

The rear sight is both elevation and windage adjustable by the shooter using the provided 1.3mm hex
key. Elevation is adjusted from the left side of the pistol and turned counterclockwise to raise the shot
group or clockwise to lower the shot group. Similar adjustments can be made on the right side using
a small flat blade screwdriver. If you continue to adjust past the maximum height setting the sight will
“reset” back to its lowest position. Zero is at 15yds and is 9 clicks from the lowest setting. Each click
changes point of impact 0.3” at 15yds. Windage is adjusted from the top of the rear sight and can be
adjusted left or right. To adjust for windage loosen the top hex screw and manually slide it left or right.
Alignment with the left or right marking will shift point of impact 3.5” at 15yds.

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8.3 REPLACING FIBER OPTIC LINE IN SIGHTS

CAUTION

BE CAREFUL IN REMOVING AND REPLACING THE FIBER OPTIC LINE IN THE FRONT
AND REAR SIGHTS. THE SCREWS, NUTS, AND COIL PIN ARE EXTREMELY SMALL AND
VERY EASY TO LOSE. ADDITIONALLY, MANIPULATING THE SIGHTS WITH THE SCREWS
REMOVED MAY CAUSE THE SQUARE NUTS TO FALL OUT. JUST PLACE THEM BACK IN

8.3.1 FRONT SIGHT

Removal

1. Using the 1.3mm/0.050” hex key remove the screw from the underside of the slide. Hold onto

the front sight as it will no longer be attached to the slide when the screw is removed.

2. While upside down lower the front sight from the slide being careful not to lose the retaining coil

pin.

3. Into the palm of your hand or a parts tray, flip over the front sight so the retaining coil pin falls

out.

4. Flip the sight vertically to remove the fiber optic line.

9.0 STORAGE AND TRANSPORTATION
9.1 STORAGE

/AN WARNING

YOU MUST UNLOAD AND CLEAR THE FIREARM PRIOR TO STORING THE PISTOL (SEE
SECTION 5.0).

Never place or store any firearm in such a manner that it may be dislodged. Firearms should always
be stored securely and unloaded, away from children and other unauthorized users. Use the locking
device originally supplied with this firearm for storage. The use of a locking device or safety lock is
only one aspect of responsible firearms storage. For increased safety, firearms should be stored
unloaded and locked in a location that is both separate from their ammunition and inaccessible to
children and any other unauthorized person.

Short-Term Storage (90 days or less)

1. Ensure that the chamber and magazine do not contain live ammunition.
2. Clean the bore and chamber.
3. Apply a light coat of CLP to the chamber and bore.
4. Apply a light coat of CLP to all other metal surfaces for corrosion protection.

Environmental Storage

Provide humidity control to limit the relative humidity to no greater than 40% RH at 80 degrees
Fahrenheit (26.7 degrees Celsius). If personnel will be working in these areas, design to 68 degrees
F (20.0 degrees C) dry bulb and 40% RH for indoor design heating conditions, and 75 degrees F
(23.9 deg C) dry bulb and 40% RH for indoor design cooling conditions.
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9.2 TRANSPORTATION

When transporting your firearm to and from shooting activities, keep it unloaded for your safety

and for the safety of others. When storing your firearm for transportation, keep it separated from
ammunition, under lock and key if possible, and out of the reach of children and other inexperienced
or unauthorized persons.

If transporting the firearm in a vehicle, ensure that it is secured within the confines of the vehicle.
Should the vehicle become involved in an accident, you do not want the firearm to become dislodged
and move about the interior of the vehicle or be ejected from the vehicle.

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10.3 SHIPPING FIREARMS FOR REPAIR

In the event that you need to return your firearm to the SIG SAUER Service Department, here’s what
to do:

1. Contact Customer Service at (603) 610-3000 ext. 1 for a return merchandise authorization
(RMA) number, which will allow SIG SAUER to track the status of your return from its receipt at
SIG SAUER through its return to you. Please do not send your firearm until you obtain an RMA
number.

2. Make sure that the chamber and magazine(s) are unloaded and that no ammunition is included
with your returned firearm.

3. Package the firearm securely to prevent damage. Enclose a letter that includes your name,
street address, daytime phone number, model and serial number, and a detailed description of
the problem you have experienced or the work that you want performed. With the exception of
extra magazines, do not include any other accessories such as scopes or mounts.

4. Generally, an individual may ship firearms to the manufacturer for repair or service. Some
states and localities, however, prohibit this. If you live in such an area, the firearms must be
shipped by and returned to a federally licensed firearms dealer.
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5. Federal law prohibits persons who do not possess a Federal Firearms License (FFL) from
shipping a firearm via the U.S. Postal Service. (Note: any shipment of firearms outside U.S.
